The meeting was called to order in the upstairs conference room at the 162 S. York Building.  This was a Policy Committee Meeting of the Whole.  The meeting was called to order and the pledge of allegiance was recited. 

Review and Discussion of School District Policy Manual

Andrea Dolgin, a representative from the Illinois Association of School Boards (IASB) was not present for the discussion of the proposed District 205 Board of Education Policy Manual.  The Board discussed Section 2, Board of Education.  The following policies were discussed.

· 2:110  Qualifications, Terms, and Duties of Board Officers.  Although this policy had been previously discussed extensively, Mr. Carlquist was not in attendance for the previous discussion and objected to the agreed-upon minimum 2-year term for Board officers.  He suggested that this time frame was too long and would not support this policy during the first or second reading.

· 2:220  Board of Education Meeting Procedure.  This policy had also previously been discussed, but the discussion had not been completed.  A question still remains if legally, the minutes are required to be approved within a specified time period.

· 2:230  Public Participation at Board of Education Meetings and Petitions to the Board.  Previously, Ms Hirsch, Mrs. Ostojic, Dr. Krizic, Citizen Advocacy Center Community Lawyer Terry Pastika and D205 Counsel Todd Faulkner met to discuss this policy.  Mr. Faulkner suggested that D205 would want to strengthen the following two points:

· The Board President may shorten or lengthen an individual’s opportunity to speak.  The President may also deny any individual the opportunity if the individual has previously addressed the Board on the same subject within the past 2 months. 

· The Board President shall have the authority to determine procedural matters regarding public participation not otherwise defined in Board policy.


He should be sending the District information on strengthening these sections.  The Board members present discussed another point of this policy concerning conduct of speaking with “respect and dignity.”  Board members were concerned about students that may see the Board proceedings on cable TV or the Internet.  


Additionally, the Board’s practice is to allow public input on a workshop topic.  This needs to be written up to be included in this policy.  Dr. Krizic will try to write this part for this policy.
